The geographical and temporal orientation

of European and non-European utopias seem

to differ in many politico-cultural aspects. The articles
collected in this issue demonstrate that national

and cultural determination can still be perceived,
and they confirm the attention paid to the issues

of nationalism, colonialism, or religious imperialism
in utopia studies. Moreover, some of the authors show
that an interplay between the culture of origin

and the local/cultural otherness of the imagined
elsewhere allows for an imagological approach

to utopias.
